Deuteronomy 30. 15-20 
A stark choice for the Israelites: life and prosperity through obedience to God's 
commandments, or death and destruction through disobedience. Moses urges the 
people to choose life by loving the Lord, walking in his ways, and holding fast to him. 
 
Philemon 1-21 

Onesimus, a slave in Philemon’s service, has run away from his master and has 

visited Paul, who is in prison. While with Paul, Onesimus has become a Christian. 

Now Paul pleads with Philemon to take him back and to exercise leniency towards 

him. 

Luke 14. 25-33 

Jesus tells the crowds what it takes to become a follower: you must put Christ first.
